Slide
canopy ring (E) and canopy (D) down fixture pipe (G) until they rest on top of

fixture.

3. Thread jam nut (A) and crossbar (B) onto threaded nipple (C) leave parts
loose.

4. Using two machine screws (not provided), fasten the crossbar (B) to the c
electric box. F

Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When replacing a fixture, retain
the existing screws for use with the new fixture.

5. Adjust the length of threaded nipple (C) in crossbar (B) so that canopy ring (E)
will hold canopy (D) against the ceiling with no threads showing for best Ip
appearance. When the correct adjustment is established, tighten jam nut (A)

against crossbar (B) to hold the adjustment. / E

6. Using suitable wire connectors (not provided), connect fixture wires to supply
wires (white to white and black to black). Run a pig tail lead from the crossbar G
ground screw to the junction box and connect all ground wires (bare copper or /
green to bare copper or green). Push wires back into junction box.

Caution: Make sure wire connectors are twisted on securely, and no bare wire

is exposed. (Figure 1)
7. Slide fixture canopy (D) against ceiling making sure that no wires are pinched
between the canopy and the ceiling.

Remove #8-32 screw (H) from bracket (J) and set aside.

Remove knurled balls (N) from threaded studs (M) and set
aside.

Orient top shade bracket (I) and bottom shade bracket (J) such
that the slots are aligned as seen in Figure 2.

Hold these brackets together and insert #8-32 screw (H) and (Figure 2)
tighten such that the two brackets are fastened together.

Slide the internal shade (L) into groove behind forged plates as seen in Figure 3 followed by external shade (K)
Raise shade bracket assembly with shades installed up to the installed fixture.
Align the slot in shade brackets (I & J) with the fixture pipe as seen in Figure 4.

Slide the shade brackets (I & J) around fixture pipe (G) and align holes in shade brackets (I & J) with threaded
studs (M).

Lower shade assembly until it rests upon the socket washer (O).

To secure shade assembly, reach through shades from the bottom, thread knurled balls (N) onto threaded studs
(M) and tighten until snug.
